Helius Energy wins Renewable Energy Transaction of the Year
Helius Energy, the group set up to identify, develop, own and operate biomass fired renewable electricity generation plants, has won Transaction of the Year at the inaugural Renewable Energy Infrastructure Awards for its Helius CoRDe project, along with joint venture partners the Combination of Rothes Distillers and Rabo Project Equity BV.  
The awards, which recognise companies leading the way in the renewable energy industry, were presented on 10 November 2011 at a ceremony co-hosted by Energy Minister Charles Hendry. The Transaction of the Year award honours bold and innovative investment decisions leading to the development of a new renewable energy infrastructure asset.
The £60.5 million Helius CoRDe biomass-to-power project in Speyside, Scotland is thought to be the first of its kind in the world.  It will use distillery by-products, draff and pot ale as the feedstock to generate 7.2MWe of electricity.  The plant is currently under construction and will generate enough energy to power 9,000 homes when it comes onstream in 2013.
Helius Energy CEO Adrian Bowles said: “We are delighted to have won the award for Renewable Energy Transaction of the Year.  Biomass generation projects provide baseload renewable power for the grid and have a vital part to play in Britain’s energy future.”
